Dear Friend,





As you know, Austin’s vibrant live music scene is a key part of the city’s cultural identity.  But it plays an important economic role as well.  The music industry generates more than $1 billion in economic activity and $25 million in local tax revenue each year, leading Austin Mayor Will Wynn to call live music “a very, very important economic engine for our town.”  Yet, most musicians are in the lowest income group in the community.  As self-employed individuals, they cannot afford private health insurance. Many musicians work late nights and juggle several jobs just to survive and to continue to play music for appreciative audiences. 





The Health Alliance for Austin Musicians (HAAM) was founded to provide access to healthcare for Austin’s low-income, uninsured working musicians, a group that has traditionally used the emergency room, the most expensive place to get treatment, as its only healthcare option.  Through the HAAM service providers-Seton Family of Hospitals, St. David’s Community Health Foundation Leadership, and the SIMS Foundation-929 musicians utilized nearly 3,100 primary medical, dental and mental health appointments in 2007.  In almost three years HAAM has served 1,033 musicians.





HAAM has become, in a very short time, an integral part of Austin’s healthcare safety net.  In its first year HAAM was funded by grants and community donations.  In its second year HAAM Benefit Day, an annual fundraiser where businesses donate a cash donation or 5% of the day’s proceeds, was created as part of a sustainability plan to generate core annual revenue.  Now with HAAM in its third year, we begin a Sustaining Sponsors campaign with the goal of securing and expanding musicians’ access to caring and affordable healthcare in the years to come.
